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Thanksgiving Week Devotions: “Grateful in the Small Things”
The God Who Notices the Little Things

Scripture: “Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the ground outside
your Father’s care.” — Matthew 10:29

We often begin Thanksgiving week thinking of the “big things”: family, health, home, salvation. These are
good and worthy praises!
